Bishop’s Lent Appeal : this year the Bishop has asked us to help raise funds for three very worthy charities during Lent.  A specific collection plate will be placed on the table near the door if you wish to place donations for this appeal throughout Lent.  The charities Bishop John has nominated are : 

1. The Peace and Hope Trust : which works with some of the poorest communities in Nicaragua. This charity bring Christian hope as well as[image: image1.png]God's
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 meeting practical needs such as housing / food and medicine.
2. The Machakos Daystar Hostel Project : this is a Mother’s Union project helping vulnerable young girls in Kenya who arrive at the shelter from conditions of extreme poverty.  This Hostel accommodates these young girls who otherwise would fall into prostitution or develop drug and alcohol related issues.
3. Shelter Cymru : this is a charity bringing shelter to many who are homeless and is very active in it’s work in Swansea.  It was a charity we supported at Harvest a couple of years ago when the Dean of our Cathedral preached on his involvement with this charity.
Concert : James, Jonathan and Richard Mainwaring have asked to come to give us another evening of music and entertainment.  This time they will be joined by the Choir of Cwmrhydyceirw Junior School and Jamie Owen ( BBC Wales Today) has again agreed to come along to the the compere for the evening.
