Lay Visiting Training : several people have asked me about the training course that Starts on Thursday and why we are running it.  Throughout 2013 there have there has not been a week with less than 70 people on our “sick” visiting list, over the year many of our congregation have been in hospital and we also have a separate list of those who receive home communion each month.
